Ensure your ISPõs filters 
are switched on!



This is your
most important filter

Think of it as your defensive wall!



Your 
ISP FILTER

stops children accessing 
inappropriate things 

because it stops     
them getting through .



Even directly typing in     
the web address of 

inappropriate material 
wouldnõt work as             

the material                     
would be filtered out.
