Year 4 Residential Trip to High Ashurst - 3 to 5 July 2024

| am pleased to announce that we have booked an optional two-night residential trip at High Ashurst
near Dorking, from Wednesday 3 July to Friday 5 July 2024 if your child would like to take part.

At Stamford Green we are proud to offer a wide range of optional extra curricular thrive experiences
and opportunities. Any pupil who does not take part in the residential will be required in school as usual.

A residential trip is a wonderful opportunity to develop the children’s independence and team building
skills as well as having lots of fun! High Ashurst Outdoor Learning Centre is set in 56 acres of woodland
on Boxhill, near Dorking. The centre offers a wide range of activities such as orienteering, low rope
activities and our timetable will be confirmed before we go. Our theme of learning for the termis survival
and to complement this, the children and staff will be camping out in tepees. However, the food at the
centre is delicious, not like survival rations!

Until final numbers are known, we cannot provide an exact cost of the trip as the cost per child is worked
out by dividing the cost of transport, accommodation and activities by the number of children
aftending. We are however, currently working on a figure of between £190.00 and £200.00. Once final
numbers have been confirmed the final payments due will be adjusted accordingly. If you would like
your child to attend the frip it is imperative that you pay the deposit of £30.00 by the deadline below as
no late concessions can be made to book additional places after the deposit deadline has passed. It
will also allow us to ascertain if the residential is viable.

If you would like your child to take part in this trip, you will need to log into Scopay and go to the frip
section and fick the consent box and pay a deposit of £30.00 by Monday 8 January. If you have any
problems using the online payment system, please contact the school office or email.
parents@stamford-green.surrey.sch.uk If we have notreceived your permission and deposit by Monday
8 January we will assume that you do not wish your child to take part. Unfortunately, once we have
booked the frip we may not be able to add any more children so it is important that you respond by
the deadline, if you wish your child to attend.

For families in receipt of Pupil Premium/Free School Meals, the premium will cover the cost of your child
attending so please just tick the consent box if you wish them to attend.

We have listed the instalment dates below which must be adhered to as a minimum. However, you can
pay as often as you like (e.g. weekly, monthly etc.) and for different amounts using Scopay in addition
to the dates listed below:

First instalment/deposit of £30.00 due by 8 January 2024
Second instalment of £30.00 due by 8 February 2024
Third instalment of £65.00 due by 8 March 2024

Fourth instalment of £65.00 due by 8 April 2024
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e Final balance will be confirmed by 1 April 2024 and will become payable, if necessary, by 8 May
2024.

Unfortunately, any account that is in arrears may mean that your child’s place on the trip cannot be
confirmed and you may lose any deposit and other monies paid.
