Learning Question of the week:
When is it safe to take risks like Jack?

This week ‘Jack and the Beanstalk’ is our story focus. This is a story that lends itself very well to acting
out and we will be using the repeated language during Exploration Time — we are expecting to hear
a lot of ‘Fee-Fi-Fo-Fum’ in our indoor and outdoor classrooms as well as at Forest School this week!
From our Early Years curriculum, the skills we will focus on this week are:

Write letters with modelling and support.

Read all single-letter RWI Set 1 sounds.

Count and represent amounts to 5 using concrete resources and pictures.
Draw or make pictures which show familiar stories.

Focus attention on the person/thing being listened to.

Know about the different areas of the school and what they are for.
Understand the importance of being kind and physically gentle with others.
Use a scoofer.

Cut using a fork to anchor and a knife to cut.
