They will be rewarded with a non-uniform day on Wednesday 25 February. Well done TMV!

In maths this week, we will be building on our understanding of tens and ones by partitioning
numbers to 50. That is, using part whole models to help describe the value of a number by
talking about the number of tens and ones it is made from. We will begin to use a number line
beyond 20 to help us count accurately all the way up to 50, before having a go at estimating.
Towards the end of the week, we will be building models of numbers using ‘Base 10’. Maybe you
could ask them how it works?

In science, we will be dissecting a flowering plant and looking at its different parts. We will be
learning about the stem, roots, leaves and flower, and discovering what each of their jobs are.

In DT, we will be learning how to sew. We will start off by practising the running stitch on a piece
of felt, using a needle and thread.

In art, we will be continuing to look at our faces and learning to draw our self-portraits. We will be
recapping how to use a variety of pencil pressures and grip, to help us create a successful
picture.

In PSHE, we wiill be finishing our Changing Me puzzle piece by ending the unit by talking about all
the changes that have happened to us in our lifetime. We will then think about what changes
may still happen to us and how we will cope with these.

In RE we will be recapping what we have learnt about Judaism so far.

After half term, Year 1 will be visiting the Sutton synagogue on the Thursday 12 March as part of
their learning about Judaism. Each class will go at a different point in the day and we would
love for some parent volunteers to accompany us.

In maths this week, we will be continuing our unit on multiplication and division. We will begin by
adding equal groups, then we will be knowing what the multiplication symbol is, finally we will be
solving multiplication sentences and using arrays. An array is an arrangement of objects in
columns and rows to help understand multiplication.

In science this week, we will be learning that plants grow differently in different places. We will
know that seeds can be grown in different locations, to compare growth in light and dark, cool
and warm places; that seeds grow into healthy plants with water, light and the right
temperature and that comparing growth helps us learn what plants need.

In PSHE we will be thinking about looking forward to what they want to do next year. We will
explain that whilst there are things to be excited about, it is also ok to also feel nervous, anxious
or worried about change and that we can always talk to frusted adults about this.

In geography this week we will looking at the characteristics of coastal landmarks in the UK. We
will be looking at the White Cliffs of Dover, The Giants Causeway and the Scottish Highlands. We
will also be learning about the coastal regions of Cornwall and Norfolk.

In English, the children will be finishing their unit of work on diary writing. This will include learning
how to edit and improve their work, and applying these skills to their own writing. Lastly, the
children will have the opportunity to write and edit their own diary entry based on a person and
subject of their choice.



In reading, we will be finishing The Iron Man this week, reflecting on how the story concludes and
discussing how the characters respond to the final challenge.

In maths this week, we will be working out equivalent lengths and making links between metres,
centimetres and kilometres. We will also be learning what perimeter is and understanding that it is
the total distance around the outside of a shape. The children will then apply this knowledge to
find the perimeter of rectilinear shapes, carefully adding missing side lengths and checking their
calculations.

On Monday, the children will take part in a practice multiplication check in preparation for their
test in June. The children will be taken from class, in small groups with Miss Croucher, as this will be
the process in the real test.

Please can you support your child with completing Times Table Rock Stars each night. It is also
important the children complete a soundcheck at least once a week so we can track areas the
children need support in.
