YR Visit to Godstone Farm – Thursday 11 June 2026 

 

This term our learning focus is ‘The World Around Us’ and as part of this, we are pleased to inform you that we 

have arranged a visit to Godstone Farm on Thursday 11 June 2026.

If you are currently experiencing financial difficulties please come and discuss the visit 

and payment with Mrs Druce as there is always a solution and absolute confidentiality is assured.  For families in 

receipt of Pupil Premium, the premium will cover the cost of your child taking part in the trip. 

 

Digital devices/trackers 

Please note that children are not permitted to bring any electronic gadgets on the trip. This includes mobile 

phones, trackers, tablets or smart watches. We would appreciate your support in enforcing this. Any devices that 

are brought on to the trip will be confiscated and handed back to adults when we arrive back at school.  

 
If you agree to your child participating in the visit, you will need to log into Scopay and go to the trip section, 

tick the consent box and pay the voluntary contribution of £25.50.  The deadline for payment is Thursday 21 

May 2026.  If you have any problems using the online payment system please contact the office. 

 

If you are able to 

volunteer then please tick the parent helper box on Scopay and we will confirm if you are required to assist 

once the payment deadline has passed.
